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Save Our Lake Report November 2009 
Frustrations, Consequences and Actions 
By Mo Tipples 
  
While many people move into hibernation mode 
in the winter months, your SOUL committee 
urges you to stay active on the environmental is-
sues front. Your voice in support of eco-friendly 
government policies and actions has never been 
more vital than it is now.  
 
The Lake Winnipeg issue is a long-term battle 
and over the last few years SOUL has been try-
ing to encourage positive actions. We felt a very 
major step was taken a year ago when the 
GCOA board supported a SOUL proposal for a 
government grant to study and assess phospho-
rous levels in the Grindstone lagoon 
and natural Wetland  being used to dis-
infect and lower nutrient levels in cot-
tage sewage before effluents get to the 
Lake.  
 
Our primary goal was to determine the 
best way to reduce the phosphorous (P) 
and contaminant discharge into the 
Lake. We had 6 science experts on our 
team ready to study this question and 
enthusiasm was very high. It’s interesting to note 
that it was news to Manitoba Conservation (MC) 
that this wetland even existed and was being 
used for this purpose: only the works supervisor 
knew. NO ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT 
had ever  been done on this wetland area. 
 
As I reported at the AGM in April, the proposal 
was sent to the Lake Winnipeg Basin Steward-
ship fund and Manitoba Conservation and it ap-
peared to be rated quite well. We had the prom-
ise of $200,000 from Manitoba Conservation for a 
“feasibility study” on the Wetland in order to ac-
quire baseline hydrological, chemical, and bio-
logical information, and an offer to prepare a 

Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) for sign-
ing by GCOA. The $200K was also a component 
of the federal application. 
 
While we were waiting for the MoU, construction 
began on the new Lagoon. In addition, without 
notifying GCOA, Conservation erected a sign 
identifying the Grindstone Lagoon-Wetland as a 
jointly funded Action Plan project. Shortly thereaf-
ter, following several attempts, Conservation was 
finally contacted and they advised us that the 
funding had been withdrawn and that the feasibil-
ity study, which they would undertake them-
selves, would be done during or following the 3-
year lagoon-filling period. 
 
In the event that lagoon effluent phosphorous 
concentrations did not meet permissible limits at 
discharge times, Manitoba Conservation would 
add alum to precipitate P out of the water col-
umn. Phosphorous would be retained in the bot-
tom sludge and would not have to be removed 
from the lagoon for approximately 20 years. How-
ever, the sludge cannot be used as fertilizer with-

out costly treatment. If it is dumped in the 
wetland or forest, the consequences are 
unknown . Is it not a better choice to as-
sess a Wetland for this purpose in the next 
few years and establish some facts on this 
issue?  
 
I believe that the GCOA and SOUL acted 
in a very responsible manner in attempting 
to get this forward thinking study of our 
wetland done. We were hoping that the 

data gathered in the wetland area study would be 
applicable to other areas. There are apparently 
many wetlands and lagoons slated for installation 
in southern Manitoba. Would some profes-
sional research not be useful to assure that 
future decisions are based on scientific 
facts?   
 
Our specific project would have addressed a 
number of recommendations in the Lake Winni-
peg Stewardship Board’s 2006 report to the pro-
vincial government. On the Grindstone wetland 
issue, I question why the Province is not thinking 
further ahead into the future even more than just 
the 20 years they have mentioned.  
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In Manitoba, we are surrounded by the results of 
bad decisions that have had long-term disastrous 
and possibly irreversible results on our environ-
ment. Look at the Netley-Libau Marsh area, 
which was destroyed by the removal of the bank 
separating the river from the Marsh area and now 
has to be restored at huge  cost. In retrospect, 
was the original action a sensible decision? It ap-
pears not. 
 
Another example is the deterioration of both 
Delta Marsh and Lake Manitoba. The former has 
to be restored and the Lake remediated. Was the 
Portage diversion a sound idea? 
 
While the GCOA and SOUL must accept what 
has happened to our project, we have not given 
up spreading the word about taking action on all  
environmental fronts.  
 
We urge every person reading this to take indi-

vidual action on all issues regarding water – 
whether it be a leaky septic tank, the use of 
herbicides and fertilizers on cottage lots, the 
privatization of sewage treatment plants in 
Winnipeg, the devastation by the Oil Tar 
Sands in Alberta (and the consequent poison-
ing of river waters down stream), the dumping 
of toxic mining wastes into living lakes in 
northern Manitoba, and the possibility of inva-
sive species entering our province and our 
country.  

 
All of these issues – and many others – will affect 
the quality of life for generations to come. We 
must not stand silently by and let these things 
happen.  
 
Please take a moment to write, phone and/or 
email your MLA and MP. Tell them 3 things:  
1. You care about the environment 
2. You expect them to support eco-friendly poli-
cies, decisions and actions 
3.   You want him/her to keep you informed of 
their support of eco-friendly actions in their con-
stituency 
 
Also, please sign petitions that call for eco-
friendly actions, attend environment-oriented 
meetings and, generally, make your voice heard. 

Politicians need votes in upcoming elections.  
 
Don’t be silent. Act  today. Tomorrow, it may 

be too late.

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Thanksgiving 2009

neighbour’s who didn’t appear to be up yet. But 
the noise persisted and Val, being the natural-
born explorer she is, followed it into the old shed 
where the noise got louder.  
 
Yup, you guessed it. There’s an old (and I mean 
old) phone in there, hardwired in and, despite its 
grimy state, as welcome a sight as any you can 
imagine. We weren’t entirely cut off! We phoned 
Hydro in Arborg and learned a line was down and 
power would likely be out for a while.  
 
Ah, this would be interesting.  
 
We hauled out our trusty old 3-ring propane-
powered cooktop from the back room and cooked 
up a proper dinner, which we ate by candle- and 
camping-lantern-light...in our jackets, toques and 
gloves. We left the dishes for morning in hopeful 
anticipation of power (and, thus, running water) 
and went to bed.

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Late for Dinner

early Thanksgiving dinner with my 
Dad and friends at our place on Satur-
day evening, then getting the cottage all packed 
up for winter – and we only had to pick up our 
grandson, Erik, from drum lessons at 7:00 p.m. 
then we’d be on our way.   
 
Mother Nature changed those plans.  By 7:00 the 
snow was flying, highways were icy and the worst 
of the storm was supposed to pass right over He-
cla Island.  Having traveled up to the cottage on 
less than perfect roads over the past 30 years, 
we decided to stay at home and head up in the 
morning.   
 
A phone call to Grindstone on Saturday morning 
told us of the “winter wonderland” we were miss-
ing.  Fifteen inches of heavy wet snow had fallen 
on Grindstone, snowmobiles were traveling 
where cars couldn’t and friends and neighbours 
were out clearing fallen trees, checking up on 
each other and the main road needed to be 
ploughed.

All this reminds us of how the weather can 
change suddenly and that we need to be pre-
pared if we’re heading up to 
the cottage during the winter 
months. 
 
A few key things to  
keep in mind: 
 
-Remember to take enough 
medication to last beyond your 
expected stay.  A snowstorm 
means that you may not be 
able to leave until the ploughs 
come through. 

 
-Keep a supply of non-perishable food items to 
cover an unexpected stay. 
 
-Electrical power interruptions can be expected 
and may last for many hours.  How will you heat 
your cottage in a power outage?  You may not 
have the option of heading home if road condi-
tions are bad. 
 
-Do you have a way to prepare food if you do not 
have electricity?  A bar-b-que will do the job or an 
approved fire pit. 
 
-Before heading out on the highway in winter, 
make sure that you have winter survival gear in 
your car.  CAA Manitoba sells these kits and they 
could save your life.  Or, you can google 
“contents of winter survival kits” and you will find 
lots of info on what to keep in your home in the 
event of a power failure or how to pack a tin can 
survival kit for your car. 
 
Winter caught us off guard this Thanksgiving 
weekend but it gave us a chance to remember 
that we need to prepare for emergencies.  A spe-
cial thank you to Val & Bob who checked up on 
my Dad before we arrived and also to Bill B. for 
clearing his driveway.  We truly are the 
“Grindstone Cottage Community”.  Have a great 
winter, we’ll see you in the spring!

1 cup    coconut  
    
FILLING:   
1/2 cup    confectioner's sugar    
  1 tbsp    margarine or butter    
    2 tsp    milk    
 1/4 tsp    vanilla extract    
 
24-30 Rosebuds, milk chocolate kisses or Nielson Golden Buds    
  
 INSTRUCTIONS: 
   
 1.  In a mixing bowl, beat butter, sugar, egg YOLK, milk and vanilla until light and fluffy.  
 2.  Combine flour, cocoa and salt.  
 3.  Gradually add to creamed mixture.  
 4.  Cover and chill 1 hour or until firm enough to roll into little balls.  
 5.  In small bowl lightly beat egg WHITE.  
 6.  Shape dough in balls, dip in egg white and then roll in coconut.  
 7.  Place on greased baking sheets (pam).  Make indentation with thumb in center of each cookie.  
 8.  Bake at 350 for 12 minutes or until centre is set. (They might need another thumb poke when 

removed from the oven). 
 9.  Combine the first four filling ingredients (sugar/margarine/milk/vanilla) in a small bowl, mix until   

smooth.  
10. Spoon 1/4 - 1/2 teaspoon into indentation on each warm cookie, press a Rosebud in the centre.  
11. Carefully remove from baking sheet and place on wire racks to cool. Yield 2 – 2 1/2 dozen.
